(A hero who giv
blood for the freedom of his good people sleeps sweetly in his grave)". Maker's monogram “B” at the foot between five-
stars.

Three vertical panels with oak and floral branches in the side panels. In the middle panel, radiant five-pointed star at the
below that across: "Herr sieh die Not- / in Schmach u. Tod! / Goldgier'ge Brut / lacht unsrer Thr&nen / lechzt gleich Hya
nach unserm Blut. / Steh du uns bei / Herr mach uns / Frei!
